Socially and Emotionally Ready

· can express feelings.

· is confident in his or her abilities and excited about learning.
· can share and take turns.
Physically Ready

· can care for his or her personal needs.

· can complete small tasks like using scissors or drawing, and can make big movements like running and jumping.

Cognitively Ready

· is familiar with books, letters, sounds, shapes, colors, and numbers.

· capable of tackling new and challenging tasks.
· engages in problem solving and able to communicate with others.

Readiness Checklist
· Know own first, middle, and last name

· Know names of family members

· Write first name
· Listen to stories without interrupting

· Recognize rhyming sounds

· Pay attention for short periods of time to adult-directed tasks

· Show understanding of general times of day (morning/afternoon/night)
· Cut with scissors

· Trace basic shapes

· Begin to share with others

· Start to follow rules

· Manage bathroom needs

· Button shirts, pants, coats, and zip up zippers

· Separate from parents/guardians without being upset

· Look at pictures and then tell stories

· Identify some alphabet letters

· Identify the beginning sound of some words

· Recognize some common sight words like "stop"

· Sort similar objects by color, size, and shape

· Recognize groups of one, two, three, four, and five objects

· Count to ten

· Bounce a ball
· Excitement toward learning 

· Talking about thoughts and feelings 

· Listening to others 

· Desire to be independent 

· Playing well with others and taking turns 

· Following simple instructions 

· Ability to hold and use a pencil or crayon 

· Recognizing some numbers
